
MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP) – The busi-
nesses typically associated with the 
Memphis International Airport are 
FedEx and Delta Airlines, but another 
company is leaving an indelible imprint 
on the major airport.

Flintco Cos. Inc. is wrapping up com-
pletion on the airport’s $55 million air 
traffic control tower and last week the 
contractor was awarded a $89.5 million 
contract for a seven-story ground trans-
portation center.

The facility will house long-term park-
ing and rental car operations.

Kevin Moyes, Flintco’s Memphis divi-
sion president, told The Memphis Daily 
News that the company “feels fortunate” 
to associated with a major economic 
engine like the airport. The airport pro-
vides an impact of $28.6 billion annually 
and accounts for one in three local jobs.

Flintco is a Native American-owned 

business, based out of Tulsa, Okla., and 
it’s contract meets the airport author-
ity’s disadvantaged business enterprise 
requirements – meaning the inclusion 
of minority- and women-owned busi-
nesses for subcontracts.

Moyes said construction of the ground 
transportation center will create more 
than 300 jobs in the short term.

“Certainly for Flintco, it’s a great proj-
ect to have,” Moyes said. “It’s going to be 
a high-visibility project, and a project 
that will literally impact our community 
in multiple ways.”

Construction on the tower is expected 
to be completed next summer and then 
the facility will be handed over to the 
Federal Aviation Administration, which 
will install the tower’s radar equipment 
and systems. Once the new tower is op-
erational, about a year later, Flintco will 
demolish the old tower.

Treasury Dept. selects Native-owned 
investment firm to help manage assets

OKLAHOMA CITY – The 
U.S. Department of the Treasury 
recently announced that Okla-
homa-based Avondale Invest-
ments, LLC, is one of the selected 
six firms from more than 200 
submissions nationwide to help 

manage its portfolio of assets in 
the wind-down phase of the Cap-
ital Purchase Program (CPP) and 
other programs under the Emer-
gency Economic Stabilization 
Act (EESA) commonly known 
as the “bank bailout bill.”  CPP, 
which is currently only open to 
small banks, will effectively close 
at the end of the year. These assets 
include preferred shares, senior 
debt, equity warrants, and other 
equity and debt obligations.

Dillingham founded Avondale 
Investments in 2001.

Advisory Board of the Commu-
nity Development Financial In-
stitutions Fund, a division of the 
U.S. Treasury. He serves on the 
Board of Directors of First Na-
tions Oweesta Corporation; the 
National Advisory Board of Na-
tive American Capital, LP; and 
the American Indian Science and 
Engineering Society Foundation.  
He is an enrolled member of the 
Chickasaw Nation.

“This is an exciting opportunity 
for Oklahomans to play a major 
role to help stabilize our nation’s 
economy,” said Colbert.  “Don 
and I are proud to be represent-
ing Native Americans as the only 
two who were selected.  This is a 
huge honor for Oklahoma and 
Native Americans as a whole.” 

Avondale Investments will 
begin work immediately by pro-
viding ongoing valuations of the 
equity and debt securities issued 
by public and private financial 
institutions in the Capital Pur-
chase Program and other pro-
grams, including many of Trea-
sury’s investments in small and 
community banks. In addition, 
Avondale will provide Treasury 
with analysis of the financial 
condition, capital structure, and 
risks of financial institutions, and 
will assist in executing transac-
tions consistent with the Trea-
sury’s investment policy for the 
management and disposition of 
its assets.

Choctaw, Comanche Nations honored for technology use
LAS VEGAS – In October, La-

serfiche presented the Choctaw Na-
tion of Oklahoma with its Visionary 
Award and the Comanche Nation of 
Oklahoma with its Pioneer Award. 
Both awards were presented at the 
TribalNet 2009 conference in Las Ve-
gas, NV.

Choctaw Nation Administrative 
Manager Dee Ann Moore and Infor-
mation Technology Director Dustin 
Stark accepted the Visionary Award 
on behalf of Chief Gregory Pyle and 
the Choctaw Nation of Oklahoma, 
which is the third largest tribe in the 

U.S., with 175,000 members and 12 
districts. The Choctaw Nation has 
used Laserfiche since 2001.

The Choctaw Nation continually 
strives to find ways in which to bet-
ter serve our tribal members and we

Stark said.
